Extreme Mentoring
By Pastor Mike Bogard

At one point in my life as a

pastor, | regularly visited a

member of the church who

was living in a state peni-

tentiary. It was not an easy
experience. | can sympathize with the misgivings
and fears portrayed by Susan Sarandon as Sister
Helen Prejean in the movie “Dead Man Walk-
ing.” | remember the sounds of metal doors
clanging shut behind me as | walked towards the
visiting room. And can almost still feel the rush
of anxiety as | wondered what will we talk about
this visit?

When Jesus told that terrifying prophetic word
about the sheep and the goats in Matthew 25, he
challenged his hearers that truly faithful follower
visit those in prison. Although our prison system
does not make this easy, being a pastor made it
possible, at that moment in my ministry, to live
out Jesus’ prophetic word. | look back on that
experience and realize | was being an extreme
mentor to that individual! My challenge was to
help him see the truth of his behavior, experience
the grace of God’s love and forgiveness, and re-
commit to the way of discipleship that could
never include the acts that got him into prison.

Prisoners are often a forgotten population. This
was part of what Sister Helen Prejean realized
when Patrick Sonnier first invited her to visit him
Sister Helen will share something of the power of
this kind of mentoring experience with mentors
and youth on September 20 at our annual ice

Visit a criminal court proceeding (most
are open to the public). City and county
proceedings are often start-to-finish
judgements with pleas and sentencings
happening over and over again depending
on the docket. A visit to observe an hour
of how our system deals with those who
violate the law could create some inter-
esting discussion.

Take a daytrip and visit the historic
Chase County Courthouse in Cottonwood
Falls, the oldest courthouse still in use in
Kansas. The courthouse was completed
in 1873 and offers guided tours everyday.
Ask to step inside an original jail cell and
read the story of Paul and Silas in prison,
in Acts 16:16-40.
